Holy Trinity Facilities Expansion Project Status,
 August 2010

The following is a brief update on the Holy Trinity Facilities Expansion Project activities.

Over the past year, we have made the Trinity Life Center our own and have become very comfortable with it.  The Quilt of Fellowship and the Service Men’s Board are two special features that make it Holy Trinity’s life center.

The Preschool and Adult Sunday School are enjoying the new classrooms that were completed mostly by our members.  The bathroom, accessible from both preschool classrooms, is under construction; and again, it is being constructed by our members.  Many thanks go out to everyone for volunteering their time and talents on these projects.

Last July, 2009, we converted the construction loan to a mortgage loan for the Trinity Life Center.  The total cost to construct and furnish the new building was $1,315,000.  We paid down that amount with the money in the Building Fund leaving a balance in the Fund of about $96,000, and we took out a $750,000 loan with a payment of $6,520 per month.  Since then we have raised about $50,000 to the Building Fund.  Your donations, contributions, and the volunteering of your time, talents, and materials have resulted in the total amount raised to the Building Fund over the past six years of about $788,000.  The remaining outstanding loan balance is about $720,000.  We are making progress!

There have been a number of fundraising events during the last year that resulted in about half of the money raised to the Building Fund.  This took a lot of effort by a lot of people.  Your positive attitude and willingness to work together, have a little fun and fellowship, and accomplish what you have helps keep Holy Trinity strong.  Thank you for sharing and supporting the church.

The current balance in the Building Fund is about $71,000 and it was about $96,000 a year ago.  This means that even with the contributions and fundraising, we received only about 2/3’s of the required monthly payments.  If we continue on this path, our reserve will be depleted in less than three years.

The fundraising events continue, and we are all very blessed to have the resources and talents that we have.  Everyone’s help is needed to make these events successful.  The Pastor says that all men are members of the Lutheran Men’s group because they are Lutherans.  Well, I say that all members of Holy Trinity are also members of the Fundraising Committee.  The Trinity Life Center has been constructed, and we are enjoying it and using it for God’s work.  Now, we need to carry through with our commitments and finish paying for it.

· Soul Food Sunday will be sponsored by the Loving Hearts and Hands group in the Trinity Life Center on September 26.  Contact Roxie Derrick.

· Sixth Annual Holy Trinity Bazaar will be held on November 6.  This is a reminder to continue making your jellies, jams, pickles, and handicraft items for the bazaar.  Contact Ann Sanders for more information.

· Lutheran Men plan to barbeque chickens in September or October.  No date is set yet.  Contact Ted Arnold for more information.

All members of Holy Trinity are members of the Fundraising Committee and you are all invited to the next meeting.  We need new ideas, better ways of doing things, and more people helping with the fundraising events.  We have been meeting in the Conference Room, but if everybody comes, we will meet in the Trinity Life Center.

We have made tremendous progress in the past six years to expand and upgrade our facilities for the ministries of Holy Trinity.  Let’s continue doing God’s work with our hands.  Thank you for all the things you do to support Holy Trinity.

The deadline for acknowledging participation is August 1, 2010.  Bobby Chapman will contact the Evangelism Committee to see if there is interest in our participation.

· Council approved the purchase of a white board for the Grade 9 – 12 Sunday School classroom.  The teachers will purchase the board and be reimbursed by the church.  The Property Committee will hang the board in the classroom.

· Lee Attaway will check on the costs of getting wireless internet access for Trinity Life Center.  He will present bids to Council for approval.

Youth Update


By the time you read this, twenty-eight adults and youth will be back home after working for a week in St. Bernard Parish, Louisiana.  We cannot even begin to tell you some of the things we saw.  But mostly, you can’t believe how incredibly hard these young folks worked and how wonderfully well they represented our churches and community.  


Rick and Nancy Richardson, (Macedonia) Hope Corley (Macedonia), Nikki Dominick (Grace), Michelle Wise (Mt. Tabor), Hannah Sheely (Holy Trinity), and Harrison Sheely (Holy Trinity), worked at Mr. Roosevelt Houston’s home on Alabo Drive.  They scraped walls and ceilings, painted and had begun laying the flooring when we left.  Mr. Houston was on-site in his FEMA trailer and the group got to know Mr. Houston and his circumstances a little better while they were working on his home.  Mr. Houston has no air conditioning or heat in his FEMA trailer and last year, almost died after contracting pneumonia during the winter.  His back yard has no fence so every time he is able to get something in his home, someone breaks in the back and steals it.


Kevin Wessinger, Cindy Gosnell, Jessica Gosnell, Laurie Ann Morris, McKayla Wise (all Mt. Tabor) and Jessie and Hannah Bedenbaugh (Mt. Pilgrim) worked at the Vita Home on Guerra Street.  At the beginning, they were told that they were going to install flooring in air conditioning, which only happened about two hours before they left on Friday! They scraped and painted and had also begun laying flooring by the time we left on Friday.  Mr. Vita stayed at the house at night while working during the day.  He slept on a pool float.


Mark Gosnell, Dennis Ballentine and Andrew Ballentine (all Mt. Tabor) worked on various plumbing jobs during the week, installing toilets, bathtubs and other fixtures.  They traveled around to several different homes, occasionally seeing our other groups at the Houston and Vita Homes.


Tim Bedenbaugh (Mt. Pilgrim) and his group took on a monumental task last week: they tackled moving lumber in the warehouse.  This might sound easy, but keep in mind that the forklift wasn’t working so it had to all be done by hand.  Andrew Bedenbaugh (Mt. Pilgrim), Joe Bedenbaugh (Mt. Pilgrim), Zach Long (Mt. Tabor), David Achelpohl (Mt. Tabor) and Austin Koon (Macedonia) worked four days in the warehouse and worked one day doing mold remediation, which required each of them to wear respirators all day.

Robert and Judy Morris (Mt. Tabor) spent their time helping with the younger kids during the first part of the week, but their most important (and probably most appreciated) job was helping prepare meals and clean up afterwards

Enough cannot be said for our wonderful busdriver – Meredith Achelpohl (Mt. Tabor). She is a great driver and spent most of her time literally driving.  I was her co-pilot and operator of the GPS, which was absolutely a requirement to get from Point A to Point B down there!  We timed our pickup one afternoon and it took two hours and forty-five minutes, from leaving the church, picking up the various groups at the work sites, and returning back to the church.

We received a thank you note from Sister Judy Zynda of St. Bernard Project:  “It’s obvious that your young people are compassionate, considerate human beings and that what they do with you helps them to act on those qualities.  We are so grateful to all of you for your good humor, your immense flexibility, your grace in the heat, your hard work and your appreciation of our mission.  We were all blessed by your time here.”  To the warehouse workers: “Your hard work will make us much more efficient in using materials, and just know we could never have made so much progress without you.”

Believe it or not, this group of young ladies and gentlemen want to do this again NEXT summer instead of every two years as we had originally planned.  They worked hard, but loved the hands-on work and experience and seeing that they were accomplishing so much for someone else with their time and efforts.  If you get a few moments, stop one of the mission team members and talk to them about their experience.  

Please keep us in your prayers as we prepare to do another mission trip next summer.  Please be prepared for the onslaught of spaghetti dinners, pork loin dinners and other fundraisers so that we can finance our trip.  As always, any donations are GREATLY appreciated!

Again, we just want to thank you for your constant and continual support of our youth!  We’ve got a great bunch of youth involved from Mt. Tabor, Mt. Pilgrim, Holy Trinity, Macedonia and Grace churches with these mission trips and we want to continue to nurture and support them as they grow in God’s Love and Service.

FROM OUR MISSIONARIES IN TURKEY!

Merhaba from the capital of Asia Minor!

 
Well, we’ve been here for a little over a week and  it’s been a busy one.  We’ve done a bit of exploring around the city, started private language lessons, dealt with an electricity outage (just for 4 hours or so last night), and generally tried to get as used to the city as we could with limited language skills.

 
The weather has been pretty nice with highs around  90 but low humidity so it hasn’t felt all that hot.  Our temporary apt is on the 4th floor so we’re high enough to get a breeze most of the day.  None of the apts. here have air conditioning so it will be really nice when we move into our own apt on August 2nd on the 9th floor.  Hopefully we won’t get blown away!

 
Shopping for grocery items here has been fairly easy especially since we recognize a lot of the products from our time in Central Asia which imports a lot of goods from here.  We have a small supermarket right next to our apt. building so we’ve made frequent trips there for necessities as well as visiting a few other bigger markets where prices are a bit cheaper.  We even visited something like a Sam’s Club where you have to be members to shop.  Thankfully, our friends are members so we were their guests.  The bakhlava at the local supermarket is really good and their vegetables and fruit are nice and fresh.   Overall we’ve discovered that a lot of things are more expensive than in the US.  Ground beef, for example, is roughly $8-9/lb. depending on where you get it and whether it’s on sale.    Chicken breasts are much more reasonable at about $2.40/lb.  Although many other things are quite expensive, small bottles of water are only about .25 which is nice.

 
Our private language lessons are going well.  Taylor, Samantha and I meet together with our teacher 3-4 times a week for 2 ½ hours each time.  That last half hour can be tough to maintain focus but we’re learning lots of grammar and getting tons of vocabulary.  We now know lots of different greetings although remembering them when we need them isn’t always easy.  They also have unique ways of making questions that we’re in the midst of learning and we’ve learned present continuous tense (verb + ing) which they also use sometimes in the present tense depending on the situation.  Our teacher provides us with lots of opportunities for speaking practice which we hope we’ll have lots of chances to use soon.

 
Beyond visiting a couple of malls to get some copies made, buy a good dictionary, and get some photos made for our residence visas, we’ve also enjoyed Saturday mornings when we get to go to the “base” and with other mostly American families and play sports.  This morning we played ultimate Frisbee but with a ball instead of a Frisbee and kickball.  Parents are welcome and the kids are divided into older and younger groups.  It’s nice to have an organized event to get some exercise and also has been a big help in meeting other families.  Sam  has had some good conversations with other moms who home school and the boys are making friends quickly.

We also went to the international group here last Sunday.  Many people are out of the country at the moment but we still met several families and had lunch afterwards at a nearby local restaurant which was really tasty.  So we’ve been quite busy getting settled in and are beginning to feel comfortable although that will take some more time.  It will be really nice when we move into our own place and can get totally unpacked.

 
Some things to remember:

1.        Continued diligence in studying the language and for opportunities to practice.  We are looking forward to meeting more locals when we move into our new place.

 
2.        We have been told by the govt. that we can’t get our residence visas until August 13th, the last day possible.  They couldn’t understand why we were here now when my work doesn’t start until Sept. 1st so are making us wait for the visas.  The school has told us not to worry and that it will be no problem.  They are taking care of this for us although we do have to visit the local “visa police” in person to get them.  Please lift up this process.

 
3.       Learning the transport system  here is very confusing.  We are trying to find a local who can help us.  Lift up this need.

 
4.       A local woman will come next week to meet us.  If all goes well, she will help watch Joshua and Jeremy two days a week.  We hope they feel comfortable with her and vice versa.  She knows almost no English so we also hope this will help the boys pick up the language.

 
That’s all for now!  We appreciate all of you and have enjoyed getting emails of encouragement during our first week here.  Thank you for your thoughts!  As always, we really like to hear about your needs too so we can lift them up.

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 Back to School Tips
“Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it.” - Proverbs 22:6
 How you get your child started in the new school year will set the tone for their success.  Better prepared children have a better chance of doing well.

1.  Talk with your child about being nervous, excited or apprehensive about going to school.  Remind them that going to school is a normal event and their feelings are normal.  Many students, teachers and parents are feeling the same way.  Remind them that they will see old friends, make new ones and that their teachers are there to help them.  Keep your feelings and fears to yourself or share them with an adult friend.  Be a good listener.

2.  Attend Back to School Open House Events with your child.  Take a tour, meet the teachers, and explore all the places your child will go, the library, bathrooms, cafeteria, playground.

3.  Make a plan for normal drop off and pick up and for emergencies.

4.  Have normal evening and morning routines.  Allow for slow starters.  Do as much picking of clothes, packing of backpacks, lunches, and finding shoes, in the evening.  Make the mornings as stress free as possible.  Have regular bedtime and wake up schedules.

5.  Talk with your child about their day.  Ask for any papers they may have brought home, sign and return promptly.

6.  Have a calendar for activities at home, school and church so your child is aware of things coming up and so you can make sure they are not overscheduled.  Children need time to relax, play and unwind.

7.  Determine a homework routine.  Have a well lit, comfortable place to do homework with needed supplies.  Provide guidance, not answers when they ask for help.  Check to see that homework is done, not correct and read teacher comments on returned work.

8.  Encourage your child to share their school experience with you.  You can share that experience with them by volunteering, attending special events and teacher conferences and coming to school to have lunch with your child.  Keep all lines of communication open with your child and school.  Be open and be a good listener.

Additional information can be found at you child’s school and the local, state and national PTA websites. Grades, school behavior and changes in appetite, sleep and other behaviors may indicate a child is having some difficulty with managing school. The Lutheran Counseling Center provides counseling and referral services for children and families who may be experiencing challenges at home or at school.
